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FINANCIAL UPDATE 
March: transitional period, as we started online worship and new offering methods.  
 

April: offering was about 80% of the same period in the past two years and 65% of 
the budgeted amount. Half of the offering amount was through digital giving, and 
half was mailed to church. 
 

Year-to-date: $15,492 deficit through April 30th, driven mainly by seasonality of 
providing half of the year’s support to our missionaries.
